New Parish Properties Working Party - Meeting held Thursday 28th August 2008

7.00 pm in the Henlow Sports & Social Club Pavilion

      Present: Cllrs Wiles, Mrs Cliff, Cliff and Wenham
1) Apologies for absence: Cllr Sale
2) Matters Arising from the last meeting – (held 3rd December 2007) - 
It was confirmed that the precept had allocated £8000 for Conversion of Office + £500 Computer fund to Capital Projects. Precept had also agreed a further £5000 for additional professional fees, and £1000 for further public consultations. 
3) Review of Noise Survey Report – The survey carried out by Philip Acoustics Ltd for proposed residential development on the site of the Parish Hall was discussed. It was very negative. Previous discussions have been held with MBDC Planning. It was felt that the alternative for Commercial use of the Parish Hall in the current economic climate should not be pursued at this time. It was recommended that:
a) The Clerk and Cllr Cliff meet with David Lam, MBDC Planning, to discuss the noise report, and discuss possible residential development of the Parish Hall site.

b) The Clerk to approach BRCC to establish if there is funding available for improvements / renovations of Parish Halls. DEFRA to be contacted also for funding relating to environmental issues.

c) The Clerk to provide details of existing running costs for the Parish Hall and HSSC building (maintenance & repairs).   
4) Up date on discussions with HSSC regarding Clerk’s Office – The report presented was discussed, following a meeting held with Jan Sapiano and the Clerk. The principle of converting the room in HSSC for the HPC office was accepted. HSSC had provided details of their running costs. They had also requested alterations to the existing double door to the hall, and a new position for the doors. The PC had previously agreed to overhaul/replace the doors. The Clerk had prepared a drawing showing the alterations. It was recommended that:
a) Services to the office to be provided independent from existing supplies to the building: electric supply, BT - telephone and Internet connection. The Clerk is to obtain quotations.

b) Quotes are to be obtained for the conversions works required, including the double doors to the main hall.

c) The contribution to HSSC was to be based on percentage of floor area of office to overall area of the HSSC building (rounded up to 10%), but with the independent supplies to the office the contribution would relate to HSSC costs of rates, rent, water rates only – this being £480 p/a. Contribution from PC as payment to HSSC, or deduction from HSSC rent to PC.
d) Separate Insurance to the office to be obtained.

e) Works to start at the earliest opportunity

f) The PC would include works requested by HSSC in overall conversion costs.

g) The Clerk to investigate and incorporate measures for ‘lone working’ in the conversion works.

h) Ensure that all works are carried out to current legislation – level entry access and Building Regulations.
5) Any other business: 
a) An update on the current situation regarding New Parish Properties and the Clerk’s Office be noted in The Parish Pump – winter edition

b) The Clerk to chase up quotes regarding alternative and existing central heating, and outstanding works required at The Parish Hall.
