Pyghtles, Pit & Playgrounds Working Party - Meeting held Thursday 28th July 2008
9.45pm in the Parish Hall, High Street, Henlow

Present: Cllrs Wiles, Cliff, Miss Joy and Lincoln, and the Clerk
1. Apologies for absence: Cllrs Wenham and Mrs Hall
2. The Pit Playground Equipment – update of grant payments & litter bins –
The following grants had been received: £15,874.72p MBDC & £45,455 Rural Action East. The total sum of £1,053.04p had been spent on the provision of waste paper bins to The Pit.

3.  The Pit & Pyghtles Playgrounds – ROSPA carried out the Annual inspections at end of May 2008, and copy of report had been distributed to the Members. (The Pit is listed as Church Field). The report lists all items requiring attention, with priority listed for each item. The priorities range from:-  1 – Immediate,  2 – Action to be taken within 1 month, 3 - Action should be taken during the current financial year, 4 – Programme into reasonable future development & 5 -Programme into long term future development, or if low cost undertake as soon as practical. Some of the items have already been attended to by A Crawley. 

The recommendations were 

a) approve the action already taken, 

b) The Clerk to instruct Myriad to carry out tightening up of the cable to Aerial Slide and Space Net, as per their quotation in March 2008 for the sum of £480.00p. This item has been checked and a separate charge for this should come out of ‘maintenance’ (£4000 set at precept 2008/09 for PPP Maintenance) – item does not come under original contract for manufacture / installation of equipment
c) Instruct the Clerk to obtain quotations for items from relevant contractors.
4. Playground Inspections – The Clerk confirmed signs are required at both playgrounds, also to have 
contact telephone number thereon. The Clerk to investigate similar signs for wording, and obtain quotations / arrange for erection in due course.
5. Any other business:
a) The Village of the Year benches to be installed – one at the Crown PH bus stop. Investigate the 

possibility of placing the existing bench in The Pit playground: the second one at the front of the Parish Hall: the third one on The Pyghtles playground overlooked by the properties in Coach Road.
      There being no further business the meeting closed at 10.15pm
